	Content
	A fact sheet is a presentation of data on any medical education subject in format emphasizing brevity, key points of interest or concern, a fairly minimalist design aesthetic, and a general desire to convey the most relevant information in the least amount of space. As such, it is a medium ideally for suited busy clinicians to let them have a general idea about proliferate knowledge in ever-increasing numbers, while the time available to review and comprehend them diminishes. Fact sheets attempt to solve this problem by condensing information into an easy-to-read, straightforward, portable, and modular form of knowledge. 

Why do we make Fact Sheets in medical education?

We make fact sheets in medical education because it is easy to make and to be understood by audience. They summarizes a large amount of information in a very concise format that will be available for busy audiences. Facts sheet as well are expected to stimulate further readings and elaborations on information. Further they may create discussion forums and sharing of experiences.  Finally, they may provide a learning opportunity by inviting readers to contribute in authoring fact sheets. 

Who can be targeted with Medical Education Fact Sheets?
