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	Who are we? 

Have you heard of the College of Medicine (COM) yet?  It was established by Royal Decree in January, 2004 with several novel provisions.  First was to recruit  students who have earned a previous undergraduate degree.  Second was to provide study in the science of medicine in an academic setting that fosters excellence in education, research, and compassionate patient care. Third, the COM is also a pioneering institution within Saudi Arabia because it has adopted Problem-Based Learning (PBL) curriculum as its core educational method, with a web-based auxiliary component.  Finally, its innovations include building a vigorous medical education component. Indeed, we at the Department of Medical Education feel it is our responsibility to let you know what is going on at the COM. To this end we would like to introduce you to our Fact Sheets: they will present information on medical education subjects in an easy to read, portable format, emphasizing key points of interest or concern. This will give busy readers a general idea about current issues related to COM educational practice, policy, and philosophy.

Relevance for you: 

The aim is first to inform and update you as a member of the KFNGH  about aspects involved in medical education, especially since PBL is a relatively new method of education with which most people are still unfamiliar. Even if you are not directly involved in teaching, you surely encounter situations during work or in the private setting where you yourself want to learn something new or teach others more effectively. Therefore ideas underlying PBL may be valuable to you, since they are potentially applicable to any person eager to know more about discovery learning, problem-solving abilities, critical thinking, or life-long learning.  Not only may these Fact Sheets stimulate further reading and discussion in areas such as these, but they may also provide an opportunity to share experiences by inviting readers to contribute in authoring future Fact Sheets. 

What are the main topics of the Fact Sheets?
